CATHEDRAL CITY LINE DANCERS

DANCE FLOOR ETIQUETTE
If a dance is in progress when you enter the hall, the correct procedure is to join the end of the line nearest to you.  Do not walk or weave through the dancers to get to your favourite spot on the dance floor or to join your friends.  It is very distracting to an existing dancer to have somebody suddenly appear in front of them, possibly going in the opposite direction to them.    You can change places when the music stops. 

Likewise, if you wish to leave the floor for any reason, exit the line from the end that is closest to you and stay on that side of the room until the music stops.  Again, do not walk or weave through the dancers.  

Please do not hold a conversation with someone once the music has started, nobody wants to dance around two people talking in the middle of the floor.  

I think it is wonderful that you are always so pleased to see each other and I do not want to knock that in any way at all, in fact I get a huge kick out of it, but….…….. if you arrive at the hall while a class is in progress please be aware that voices and laughter carry.
If, as an experienced dancer, you join in a learners class that is in progress when you arrive,   please do not do any moves that haven’t been taught yet. Remember when you were a new recruit and someone did a roll in front of you?  By the time you had looked to see where they had gone to, you had totally lost the plot. Please be considerate of the newer dancer especially in their class.
Last, but not least, please do not dance with your hands in your pockets or whistle, the former is not a good look, especially if we have an audience,  and the latter is very distracting to everyone!
